I did a review of all the
English-language reviews, meta-analyses, Guidelines, and Commentaries listed in PubMed back to the early 90's. I had
compiled a 60-page document of abstracts when the DOC information system convulsed on the morning of July4 and
most of it was lost I'll attach what was saved of that review plus some articles gathered on the subject. However, in sum,
there is very little in the peer-reviewed medical literature that supports medical marijuana use. Where its use is considered
possibly appropriate, it is for palliative care. There is a substantial amount of concern raised in the medical literatureabout
potential health risks of medical marijuana use, including adverse psychological/psychiatric effects, harms related to
smoking and the variability of marijuana preparations (mostly adverse lung and cardiovascular effects), which can be
contaminated with fungi and other harmful substances, abuse potential, and dependence/withdrawal. Benefits of
cannabinoids for a some conditions have been shown in carefully controlled studies using purified preparations of
cannabinoids, not smoked marijuana.
