Lin,
I see a number of issues with this policy.

Page 4. "a": there is no definition anywhere thatwould tell a CCO what a "technical" violation is. The suggested
responses also do not correspond to the

required responses in the Behavior Response Guide, where violation behavior is addressed based on risk
classification

"b" and "c"- that makes no sense at all.The CCO who is assigned to the case is to address the violation behavior.
Period. It does not matter where the

violation occured. (I believe this confusing language came out of the Spokane OMMU/Jack Kopp rule,
where he had directed his OMMU staff to

send the files of RMD offenders as AVI assignments to the field to address the violation- local practise).
The language in B and c should

be taking out all together. Additionally, we do not have any procedure in place that would designate any
staff to help get police reports. What

does "banked case" mean? If it means a case that is on warrant status and has been inactive, once the
offender is apprehended, it should

be assigned back to the officer/position number who had the case last. . n n n / QO
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Page 4 D- shold be taken out all togetheras the ISRB has its own policies. Areference to the ISRB poljcy should be
made.

Page 5/ IV: Why do we putmedical use of marijuana in here? Ido not think that is the place to mention this.
Page 5/ V : Interstate has their own policies

Page 6/VI/A/7:1 would suggest it is impossible to have regular weekly contact with a homeless offender in the field. To
put that language in their would

seem to open us up widely in tort claims.

Page 7/2 : We would notagree with that language. Why Isee thatwe do not want to embarrass offenders, this
language is way to general and opens

CCO's up for grievances/claims. Offenders have fewer privavcy rights than the general population. I suspect
this language was put in by

someone who experienced inappropriate behavior by one officer. This is a supervisory issue, not a policy
issue. We would ask that the

language be taken out.

Page 7/d/a/1: How can a CCO make contact with an offender in local custody for release planning when typically our
offenders are sent out of county

to serve their sanction time? What does "local" mean? What kind of offender does this concern?
Violators/ new offenders serving

jailtime? This would also mean added workload.If we cannot accomlish this with every offender, it should
not be in policy. We cannot.

I have not been involved in the actual conversations, but according to Karen, the two of you have been identified by the
federation to participate in the policy review process. The CCD process being set up is the policy author will solicit
input from "stakeholders," which for DOC includes any staff who have input or have already submitted
comments/questions to the policy office. The author for CCD policies has six weeks to solicit, receive, and incorporate
appropriate changes/input. The policy author will send the final draft back to the policy office. That final draft will then
be sent to our workgroup for review and comment. You will have seven calendars in which to review and comment.
Depending on the type and complexity of the comments/input, they will either be incorporated or reviewed by Karen
and the CCD Administrators for final review/decision. This is all suppose to be in place by 9/1/08. The policy is then
returned to the policy office where it is sent for the final review at the Assistant Secretary/Deputy Secretary level before
being reviewed and signed by the Secretary.

However, this policy is getting ready to be finalized and Karen wanted your review. Iris, Iwas told you had already had
the chance for input. Since this one was already in the works, our timeframes got shortened. I need your comments
back by close of the day on Wednesday 7/23/08.
