adverse lung and cardiovascular effects), which can be contaminated with fungi and other harmful substances, abuse
potential, and dependence/withdrawal. Benefits of cannabinoids for a some conditions have been shown in carefully
controlled studies using purified preparations of cannabinoids, not smoked marijuana.

In almost all cases, where some benefit of cannabinoids has been found, it is likely that more effective, safer
alternative treatments exist. Palliative use of cannabinoids, such as Marinol, does appear justified for nausea/vomiting
associated with cancer chemotherapy, not adequately controlied by alternative treatments, or wasting associated with
AIDS. In these cases, however, use of prescription Marinol appears medically safer than smoking marijuana.

I found that our position on “medical marijuana" use for offenders on community supervision was well supported by the
medical literature.

Medical concerns are in addition to the concern voiced by Scott that allowing marijuana use among offenders in
community corrections is likely to promote criminal behavior. .
