Just so I am sure we lose nothing
in the translation, I will also have someone from our Corrections Division present so that the
discussion and concerns can be accurately communicated to Secretary Vail.

~ Again, we can go around and around about the need for case specific examples, but my point is
simply that without specific examples that you can cite to, it is hard to separate the real reason for
the revocation — i.e. is a “policy” or is it for some other, completely unrelated, reason? I just don't
want to begin a conversation with your premise that it must be policy related, when in fact, it may
very well not be. As I view it, the only way to tell that is to talk about specific cases.

respect the voters-democratic will and this policy doesnt do it. .
